3. IFC WILL NOT BE HELD RESPONISBLE FOR LOSS OF ANY MATERIALS, SCREENING 
PROBLEMS OR JUDGES’ DECISIONS. 

4. WE STRONGLY RECOMMEND UNREPLACEABLE MATERIALS NOT BE SUMBITTED. 
5. THE IFC MAY CHOOSE TO NOT SCREEN OR CEASE SCREENING OF ANY FILM AT ANY 

TIME. 
6. EACH PAID ENTRANT WILL BE GIVEN TWO FREE ADMISSIONS TO THE SCREENING.  

OTHER TEAM MEMBES WILL BE CHARGED ADMISSION TO ATTEND THE SCREENING. 
7. JACKASS CLAUSE:  FILMS WHICH EXPOSE PERSONS OR PROPERTY TO UNDUE 

RISK OF INJURY OR DAMAGE WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  ANY SCREENING WILL BE 
HALTED. 

8. THE INDEPENDENT FILMMAKERS COALITION WILL RETAIN NON-EXCLUSIVE 
SCREENING, PROMOTIONAL AND REPRODUCTION RIGHTS TO ALL ENTRIES. 

9. TIME LIMIT WILL BE MEASURED FROM FIRST SOUND, CREDIT OR SCENE. 
10. IF IN YOUR OPINION THE FILM MIGHT GET AN R RATING FROM THE MPAA LET US 

KNOW SO WE CAN ALERT THE AUDIENCE.  FAILURE TO NOTIFY THE IFC OF 
ADULT CONTENT WILL RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION FROM THE 
CONTEST.     

11. FILMS NEED TO BE TURNED IN BY THE ANNOUNCED TIME (I.E. TEN HOURS AFTER 
DISMISSAL) AT THE SCREENLAND ARMOUR ROAD LOCATION.  UNDER 
EXTRAORDINARY CONDITIONS, THE DEADLINE MAY BE EXTENDED AT THE SOLE 
DISCRETION OF THE IFC BOARD.   

12. LATE FILMS MAY STILL BE SCREENED, AT THE DISCRETION OF CONTEST 
OFFICIALS, BUT THEY WILL NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR JUDGING.  LATE FILMS MAY 
STILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR AUDIENCE CHOICE AWARD.

14. OUR PLAYERS WILL NOT PLAY HIGH DEF OR LP SPEED TAPES.

MORNING OF THE EVENT, BASED ON THE NUMBER OF TEAM ENTRIES.
